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MomVote is our national grassroots initiative educating
moms on critical issues that affect them and their
families; providing them with the information they need
to vote their conservative, America first values with
confidence.

Our MomVote Resource Center provides valuable
information to moms from voter registration instructions
to congressional and legislative Report Cards, as well as
information on the candidates and issues on their ballot,
and reminders for key dates and deadlines from early
voting to Election Day.
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This very strategic, comprehensive,
grassroots plan has a proven record of
success.

It was first deployed in Utah in 2010
where we successfully flipped a
senate seat from Bob Bennett to Mike
Lee.

It is the same strategy we used in
Virginia in 2021, Florida in 2022 and
in state and local races across the
country since 2010.



THE MOM FACTOR

2020 sparked a Mom-led revolution as moms across the
country became acutely aware of what their children were
being exposed to.

In 2021 moms voted to protect their children and their
parental rights when they elected Glenn Youngkin.

In 2022 moms flooded to the polls in Florida to vote for
Governor DeSantis—the leader who championed moms
during Covid lock downs, mask mandates and radical
ideologies infiltrating Florida’s classrooms.

When moms have a reason to vote and someone they
believe in, they vote. The results speak for themselves.

The vast majority of
conservative women of

faith aren’t voting. Most
aren’t even registered to
vote. What happened in
Virginia in 2021 is what
happens when they do!




Moms are key to winning in
November 2024!

Motivating the majority of suburban women to vote
their conservative values is vital to winning elections. In
this critical election year, when our nation hangs in the
balance, Moms for America is rising up and pulling from
our two decades of grassroots experience to mobilize an
army of moms who will flood to the polls and vote their

conservative values.

Reaching moms with messages that speak to their values
and prioritize their children’s safety and education is
critical. That is exactly what we do, and we excel at it
because we are momes.




ENGAGING MOMS

We know how to talk to moms because we are moms. We know how to
mobilize them because we know what moms care about.

PROTECTING OUR KIDS CROSSES ALL DIVIDES!

We launched a one question text survey to moms in 7 battleground states.
We only texted Biden voters and independents and we only asked one
question:

“Do you support boys playing in girls sports and sharing girls’ bathrooms and
locker rooms?”

6 to 1 answered NO!

This is @ winning issue in all demographics. This gets moms voting for
conservative, commonsense candidates regardless of their Party affiliation.
This data is one of the metrics we used when designing our MomVote
campaign and what doors we knock on. It is especially well received with
moms in Hispanic communities.



THE PLAN

OUR GOAL:

Take back the White House, the Senate, and secure a
super majority in the House.

Our total focus is on the mom vote with two objectives:

v" increase the number of conservative women of faith
voting their conservative values

v’ increase the number of moms in Black and Hispanic
communities to vote their conservative values.

Mobilizing an Army of Moms

IDENTIFY

Using voter, election data
and surveys, Moms for
America identifies
conservative and
conservative leaning moms
in targeted areas in 10
critical states who have not
voted or vote infrequently

ENGAGE

We engage moms through
our Cottage Meetings,
Walkathon Door knocking
campaigns, digital and print
media, direct mail, and
texting. We connect moms
in their community through
our events, meet-ups, and
walkathons.

ACTIVATE

We provide virtual and in-
person training events for
our group leaders and
volunteers who implement
our targeted digital and
direct mail media campaign
using mom-to-mom
messaging focusing on
issues moms care about.

BUILDING THE TEAM

We have something the Left does not
have—passion! They pay millions of dollars
for their grassroots campaigns—everything
from door knocking to phone calls. For
them it is a paycheck.

While we have thousands of moms ready
and willing to volunteer, we need to pay
our leaders in each state to organize and
train them. We cannot win elections on
volunteers alone.

TRAINING & MOBILIZING 5,000 to
10,000 MOM VOLUNTEERS PER STATE

Our Walkathon events provide
training, voter registration, and
team building. Our white labeled
app—in partnership with Turning
Point Action—is very simple to use
and allows to input the data and
reports we gather in real time.



CALL TO ACTION

While we focus on moms, some doors
we knock on are answered by men as
well. The call to action is the same.
Each person we meet is encouraged
to sign up on the MomVote Resource
Center where they receive updates
and reminders on key dates during the
election cycle, and have access to
nonpartisan information on the
candidates and issues on their ballofs.
It also gives us their contact
information so we can communicate
with them via text and email right up
to Election Day.



VALUABLE INTEL

Our leave-behinds at each door focus on two
critical issues moms care about—protecting
their children from radical ideology and the
crisis at the border. This piece have been very
well received and has energized moms to
vote to protect their children.

Because we are on the ground in these target
counties, we are able to gather vital intel and
make adjustments in real time.

For instance, during our North Carolina
Walkathon, we readlized that most of the moms
we talked to—and even several participating
in the Walkathon—had no idea what month
the election was. We immediately updated
our flyers to include November 5™ as Election
Day.

It was a revolving door
for the two hours we were there as over 50
members of Congress came to get their picture

which they then shared on all their social media.

This year, we are not only grading Congress, we
are also grading Legislators in  all the
battleground states and several others. [t is the
most comprehensive score card ever created
with over 30,000 bills reviewed on 12 Key issues
moms care about. These Reports provide
valuable information to moms and the grades
are used for our scorecards and other materials
sent to and shared by moms both digitally and
door to door.




BRANDEND BUS TOUR

Nothing gathers moms like a branded bus! Since January
2021, our branded SUV has traveled 130,000 miles in 48
States. Moms flocked to the vehicle to take pictures and
connect with us. We have even had people leave
envelopes on our windshield with notes and donations. It's
a moving billboard gathering moms everywhere we go.
We've even had moms call to us from their cars at stop
lights saying they wanting to connect.

Branded buses have had a huge impact in past national
elections, this year is prime for a Moms for America bus
tour. Once we secure funding, we will secure an RV, get it
branded and hit the road from September to November
5™ with stops in all the target areas in our 10 State Plan.
Special guests will join us at each stop. Voter registration,
live events, and walkathons will be part of the tour.
